Monthly expenses
You'll also need to take your monthly expenses on accommodation,
food and living into account and budget for your time at THUAS.

Experience has shown that students living in the Netherlands for
one year spend between €800 and €1,100 a month.

An average room in the Netherlands costs somewhere between
€400 and €700 a month. The costs depend on the type of room you
have, what is included in the rent, if the room is furnished, if you will
have to share your room (or the facilities) and the size of the room.
Don't forget to budget about €650 per year for medical insurance.
Bachelors first year students will also need to invest from €500 to
€800 on books and materials.

To give you some approximate figures, bread and rice cost around
€1.50 at the supermarket. A return train ticket from The Hague to
Amsterdam costs around €24.40.

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Visas and
permits

Looking for a place to live in The Hague or one of its satellite cities
can be a challenging experience, so it pays to start house hunting
early.
